Opening Remarks

The NASA Integrated Services Network (NISN) Status Meeting, led by Beth Paschall, convened on September 15th, 2004.

Briefings for Upcoming NSG Meeting

Human Space Flight NSG NISN Status: Scott Douglas presented a status on Low Speed Network Upgrade (Tracking Data System (TDS) Replacement), Stat Mux Replacement, Restricted Internet Protocol Operational Network (IOnet), and Network Service Assurance Plan (NSAP) Technology Refresh. Scott pointed out that Closed IOnet, Restricted IOnet, and Closed EOS Backbone Network (EBnet) are designed to support real-time critical customers, but that does not mean that every requirement on those networks is real-time critical. 
Return to Flight Status: Randy Honeycutt gave status on Return to Flight. He covered major improvements, personnel turnover, personnel training, simulation participation, staffing plans for Launch, Orbit and Landing, Future Plans/Upgrades, and the MOIP Organizational Chart.
Randy Goggans asked if the MOIP Organizational Chart could be updated. Randy Honeycutt said he would update it this week.
Return to Flight - Splinter Group: Randy Honeycutt stated that this presentation was the same with a few minor differences.
Dataflow between KSC and MSFC/JSC Cost Estimate (NSR 31487): Bill Manning presented NSR 31487: Provide a cost estimate for 155Mbps dataflow between KSC and MSFC / JSC. Service must be up and fully operational by December 1st, 2004.
Beth Paschall asked how long the lead time is to receive hardware. Bill Manning stated 30 days. 
Changes to the NISN Application Access Form: Catherine Trenkle gave briefing on changes to NISN Application Access Form. The new UNITeS form number is 4300-FORM-001.

Update on Hurricane Ivan: Randy Goggans gave status of hurricane Ivan. He mentioned that much of the equipment is still in place from hurricane Francis. All supplies have been replenished.

Updates from NISN Leads - Current Activities, Plans for Next Week
NSG: Scott Douglas mentioned that the Norway link is operational. He requested status on the Transparent Land Service from Bob Wilson.
Metrics: Barbara Gownley mentioned that she is putting together the monthly metrics report.
Russia: Bob Oldham mentioned that Robby Butler is leaving Friday, September 17, for Russia. The other engineers will leave next week. They are getting ready for the Soyez launch in the middle of October.
CIG: Beth Paschall stated that the Shared Services Center RFP came out Tuesday, September 14, 2004. At this point, NISN is not going to be included as a virtual element within the Shared Services Center until, at least, 2007.
Network Services Status/Comments: Rob Wisner mentioned the presentation to the Headquarters IT Rapid Transition (HIRT) team about meeting their requirements. Services will be operational by the end of September. 
Network Systems: Mark McCutchen mentioned that they are heavily involved in different projects including HIRT, Agency Security Perimeter (ASP) and Wide Area Network (WAN) Replacement. Mark asked Scott Douglas to clarify the real-time critical networks.

Customer Services: Gary McCracken mentioned that Joe Finney did a site visit to IV & V and Goddard last week. Joe will be sending out a travel report this week. Beth Paschall mentioned that funding for the DS-3 is being provided. Gary McCracken, Joe Finney, Mike Eder and Mike Allen will be going to the Network Support Group (NSG) next week. They will also be doing some transition work with Bill Manning next week as well. Mike Eder has coordinated the Database Demo with Vicki Stewart for Friday, September 17, 2004 at Goddard.
Operations: Randy Goggans mentioned the continuing attempt to relocate the AMES Gateway. There is a new implementation plan. There will be a center wide notification of this activity on Wednesday, September 15, 2004.
There was an unannounced power outage from White Sands to Guam. There were 22 minutes of unrecoverable data loss with the Gravity Probe B Mission and 9 minutes 46 seconds with the UR Mission.

Implementation: Bill Manning mentioned that he and Vicki Stewart will meet next week at the NSG to discuss Implementation related issues. He gave an update on the meetings with Americon where they discussed Transponder 5 extensions and NASA Select. 
CM & QA: Wanda Norwood mentioned the continual process of getting procedures ready for the International Standards Organization (ISO) Audit next week. 
Project Support: Pam Berry is working on deliverables that Doralee Searcy needs for her reporting this week. 
Open Discussion: The emergency numbers during the hurricane Ivan have been established.
