Opening Remarks

The NASA Integrated Services Network (NISN) Status Meeting, led by Beth Paschall, convened on September 22nd, 2004. Beth Paschall reported that NSR 31571 and the new Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) process were approved by the Change Control Board (CCB).
Updates from NISN Leads - Current Activities, Plans for Next Week
Security: Tom Oliver reported that he talked with customers in the field. Many are wondering why some of the Unified NASA Information Technology Services (UNITeS) engineers are not using Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) to send sensitive data as well as receive sensitive data. He wanted to ensure that all engineers have Entrust Certificates and can handle PKI when communicating with customers.
Tom also shared many of the goals from the Agency Security Perimeter (ASP) meeting last week.
Advanced Technology: Ken White mentioned that there is a plan to create a schedule for the EOS Backbone Network (EBNet) transition by September 30, 2004.
Beth Paschall asked if an option was selected. Trish Perrotto said they have selected an option and she would discuss with Gordon Knoble what is needed to complete the schedule by September 30th.

Ken White informed the group of a Joint Engineering Team (JET) meeting on September 21, 2004, where many upgrades were discussed.

Ken also reported that the present stage of the Internet Protocol Version 6 (IPV6) testing between Goddard and Marshall is almost complete. He is also working on next year’s budget for the lab.

CIG:  Beth Paschall is working on Fiscal Year (FY) ’05 Project Service Level Agreements (PSLA)’s. The Requirements portion has been completed and the pricing/funding application is being reviewed. Denise Smithers is working with Headquarters (HQ) to coordinate reviews of the 2005 customer funding requirements. 
Trish Perrotto mentioned that the EOS Data Information System (EOSDIS) approval is anticipated by the end of the week.

Beth Paschall stated the need to gather several key NISN people in order to discuss with Eric Garcia the findings and recommendations of the Architecture team.

NSG: Kathy Hatley has been talking with Mission Management Center at Johnson Space Center (JSC) about providing escorts for installation personnel without clearance during a conference room installation. She also mentioned the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL) Pilot. JPL is resisting any extension of fiber in order to connect to the Premium Internet Protocol (PIP) network. They have stopped the project. Kathy is meeting Friday to resolve this issue. Tom Oliver recommended that Kathy talk with the JPL Information Technology (IT) Security Manager.
Kathy is working with the Headquarters IT Rapid Transition (HIRT) project to acquire additional HQ requirements that may not have been captured.

Kathy voiced a concern about being asked to do modeling for customers. There may be a need to create a Customer Modeling Service. Beth Paschall asked Kathy to talk with Ken White about the need.
Kathy asked Tom Oliver if more should have been done in the AMES Gateway move. JPL is indicating that more coordination of the security plan should have taken place. Tom Oliver stated that all requirements were met.
SCDS: Beth Paschall stated that she will attend the Wide Area Network (WAN) Replacement Preliminary Design Review (PDR) which is scheduled for September 30, 2004. She will also meet with the General Services Administration (GSA) to discuss an acquisition strategy for the services that will be purchased for the WAN Replacement.
Chuck Duignan will address how inserting a bad NCL card can erase a data base next month.

Beth Paschall mentioned a monthly review will be scheduled in order to discuss project status information, issues and risks. The first review will be the third week of October.

Network Services Status/Comments

Network Systems: Mark McCutchen mentioned that many people are at the Network Support Group (NSG) this week. UNITeS is undergoing the International Standards Organization (ISO) Audit this week as well. The Integrated Data Base (IDB) demo was a success.
Operations: Randy Goggans reported that no damage occurred at Michoud Assembly Facility (MAF), Stennis, or Marshall during hurricane Ivan. He also reported that there has been a thorough coordination for the AMES Gateway move.
Al Duany reported that AT&T completed the Optical Carrier Transceiver at 2.488 GB (OC-48) rollover at Goddard. White Sands reported that Tracking and Data Relay Satellite System (TDRSS) 5 went into a spacecraft emergency which resulted in a loss of command. Impact lasted 2 hours 56 minutes. This emergency was not due to any communication problem.
Chuck Duignan followed up on the Guam outage reported last week. He is expecting a formal report from MCI and AT&T about how this will be prevented in the future.
Project Support: Pam Berry reported that she is working with Doralee Searcy on FY ’05 books.
Tom Oliver asked Pam if she knows when the FY ’05 Requirement Documents (RD)’s will be integrated. Pam Berry mentioned that it should be by the end of the week.

Kathy Hatley asked to separate the 2 RD’s (Mission Video/Video Conferencing and Mission Voice/Voice Conferencing) and make them 4 RD’s. Beth Paschall approved.
